International Day of Prayer for 
the Persecuted – Saudi Arabia
This November, millions of Christians 
worldwide will unite for one cause: to 
join the global Body of Christ for the 
2019 International Day of Prayer for the 
Persecuted (IDOP). The number one 
thing persecuted Christians ask for is 
prayer.
Saudi Arabia is a country located in 
Southwest Asia. It is home to Islam’s 
holiest shrines in Medina and Mecca. 
According to Open Doors – World 
Watch List, Saudi Arabia has a 
population of 33,554,000 people of 
which 1,419,000 are Christians. 
Christians in Saudi Arabia endure a 
significant level of Islamist oppression.
Pray that:
 · For God’s protection and strength 
  over the converted as they face a 
  high risk of persecution.
 · For the isolated secret believers. 
  For God’s guidance, protection 
  and comfort over them.
 · That Christians; so they will soon 
  be able to practise their faith 
  without fear of persecution.
