    A TRANSFORMED WORLD:  The Plight of the Rohingyas
Rohingyas are oppressed and abused in their own nation of Myanmar. There are reports of murder, rape and ethnic cleansing. There are an estimated 45,000 Rohingya refugees in Malaysia.

    International pressure and intervention will continue until the oppression  and abuse cease.

    The Myanmar government will take this seriously and take actions to       right  the wrong against the Rohingyas.

    Rohingyas will be accorded rights as normal citizens.

    Refugees overseas will get a chance to start a new live.

    Refugees will receive the help they need.
