C. Prayer Focus
1. Malaysia – Land Rights of the Indigenous People
Let us pray for the land rights of the indigenous people of Sabah and Sarawak, and the Orang Asli of Peninsular Malaysia. Land is a very important component of the identiy and heritage of these people. They face major hurdles in securing their land ownership rights which is their inheritance. Praise God for the Suhakam Land Inquiry Report (2013) which identifies the issues pertaining to these rights.

· That both State and Federal governments will undertake speedy resolution of the land issues.

· For the indigenous Churches and members who are facing these unresolved land claims that they will place their trust in the Almight Lord.

· For wisdom as indigenous Church leaders seek resolution of these matters.

· For God’s blessing that available land will be productively used by the indigenous Churches to generate wealth which can be distributed to all indigenous people.

· For Christian leaders, churches and organizations involved in empowering capacity building and socio-economic development. 

2. Ghana, Africa
Today about 63% of Ghanaians call themselves Christians, yet many are norminal in their faith. A dual spirituality influenced by traditional African religions challenges much of the church. 
Pray:

· For the Ghanaian church to develop a missions vision for the unreached villages of the north and beyond.

· For those who claim to be Christians but who do not have an authentic faith to be transformed by the power of the true Gospel. 

Encourage your CG members to speak in tongues together.
