1. From the biblical text and the sermon, what are God’s perspectives about children and their relationship to the church as a whole? How do the roles of parenting and church completement each other?
2. If you come from a Christian family, what was your growing experience like in the Church? Was it a conducive environment for you to feel a sense of belonging, to encounter God and enabled to be part of the Church? Why or why not?

3. What do you understand by this phrase: “It takes a village to grow a child.”? How is this related to the Church?
