Use the WORD Activity sheet as your guide or refer to these questions to facilitate your discussion.

Reflection & Application Questions:

1. What is the most significant thing the Holy Spirit spoke to you about through the sermon?

2. What do you observe in Acts 2:16-18? What does it mean? What is the implication to us today?

3. What is the purpose of prophecies in the light of 1 Corinthians 14:1-5? What questions can you ask as a scriptural test to see whether they are true prophectic words? (1 Corinthians 14:3)

4. Have you ever receved a prophetic word from someone? How has that affected your life?

5. Have you ever given a word of prophecy to someone? When did you start learning how to do that and how has that affected the way you serve God?

6. In what ways do you receive a word from the Lord? E.g. an audible voice, an impression, a vision, a picture, a dream, an inner prompting, etc. How do you know whose voice that is, your flesh, the devil of God?

7. (This question is in WORKS)
Note to Word leader:
As you are preparing for this session, this is a great time to pray that the Holy Spirit will guide you to use the questions efficaciously. You can select, modify or entirely create your own questions, according to the needs of your CG.

2. Why prophecy?
a) Discuss why we should prophesy and eagerly desire the gift of prophecy (1 Cor 14:1-5).
b) Share a prophetic word that you have received/released? How has that word encouraged you and the other person?

3. How do we learn to prophesy?
Simple, the key is:

PRACTICE. PRACTICE. PRACTICE.

Practice by releasing words that are:

· Encouraging

· Non-corrective

· Non-directive
Ready? Turn to someone you least know in the cell group and ask the Holy Spiirt for a word for the person. Be bold to release the words following the rule above. Then, after you have released to one another, ask the person, to give you feedback. Share to the CG if you have been encouraged by the prophetic release!
