Further points to ponder:
1. Can we stop, and listen? - Loving mercy needs to start from a heart of love and mercy. We need to have the freedom that we have in Christ to respond in love. (being vs doing) 
2. Can we hear and respond in human kindness? - it starts with a decision, and follow through with action. 
3. Can we be a channel of God’s blessing? - we can be part of the solution (as and when we can) as God brings others to also be channels of His blessing. We do not need to feel pressured to be merciful always. 
· Read the scripture passage.
